Be wisein the way you act toward outsiders. make the most of every opportunity. Let your conversation
be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how to answer everyone.

Knowing what to answer involves knowing what the question is. Basically there are three conditions of
the human heart which God’s Word is used to address:

1. "What | am doing is not wrong (not that bad, everyone isdoing it). God loves me anyway." This
person needs to hear God’ s law to show them their sin.

2. "l fed guilty. I'veredly failed. I’mruined. I’'m worthless, no good." This person needs the gospel,
to know what Christ has done.

3. "What can | do? | want to stop having sex with him, but | can’t control myself. | know God wants us
to be married and | want that, too, but what can | do?' This client needs the law for guidance and the
gospel for motivation.

Sudy the following passages and find law and gospel messages that can be used in wittnessing
conversations.

WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT SEXUAL IMMORALITY?

Ephesians 5:3,5 - But among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of any kind of
impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for God’ s holy people ... For of thisyou can be sure:
No immoral, impure or greedy person -- such aman is an idolater -- has any inheritance in the kingdom
of Christ and of God.

1 Thessalonians 4:3-5,7 - It is God’ swill that you should be sanctified: that you should avoid sexual
immorality; that each of you should learn to control his own body in away that is holy and honorable,
not in passionate lust like the heathen, who do not know God; for God did not call usto be impure, but to
live aholy life. Therefore, he who regjects this instruction does not reject man but God, who gives you his

Holy Spirit.

Romans 13:13-14 - Let us behave decently, asin the daytime, not in orgies and drunkenness, not in
sexual immorality and debauchery ... Rather, clothe yourselves with the Lord Jesus Christ, and do not
think about how to gratify the desires of the sinful nature.

1 Corinthians 6:9-11, 18-19 - Do you now know that the wicked will not inherit the kingdom of God?
Do not be deceived: neither the sexually immoral nor idolaters nor adulterers nor male prostitutes nor
homosexual offenders nor thieves nor the greedy nor drunkards nor slanderers nor swindlers will inherit
the kingdom of God. And that iswhat some of you were. But you were washed, you were sanctified,
you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God. Flee from sexual
immorality. All other sins a man commits are outside his body, but he who sins sexually sins against his
own body. Do you now know that your body is atemple of the Holy Spirit, who isin you, whom you
have received from God? Y ou are not your own; you were bought at aprice. Therefore honor God with
your body.

Proverbs 1:10 - My son, if sinners entice you, do not givein to them.
1 Corinthians 15:33 - Do not be misled: "Bad company corrupts good character."

Colossians 3:1-5 - Since, then, you have been raised with Christ, set your hearts on things above, where



Christ is seated at the right hand of God. Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things. For you
died, and your life is now hidden with Christ in God. When Christ, who is your life, appears, then you
also will appear with himin glory. Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to your earthly nature:
sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which isidolatry.

John 8:11 - "Then neither do | condemn you," Jesus declared. "Go now and leave your life of sin."

Romans6:12-14,19-23 - Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its evil
desires. Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, asinstruments of wickedness, but rather offer
yourselves to God, as those who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your body to
him as instruments of righteousness. For sin shall not be your master, because you are not under law, but
under grace. | put thisin human terms because you are weak in your natural selves. Just asyou used to
offer the parts of your body in slavery to impurity and to ever-increasing wickedness, so now offer them
in slavery to righteousness leading to holiness. When you were slavesto sin, you were free from the
control of righteousness. What benefit did you reap at that time from the things you are now ashamed
of? Those things result in death! But now that you have been set free from sin and have become slaves
to God, the benefit you reap leads to holiness, and the result is eternal life. For the wages of sin is death,
but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Ephesians4:17,19 - So | tell you this, and insist on it in the Lord, that you must no longer live as the
Gentiles do, in the futility of their thinking. Having lost all sensitivity, they have given themselves over
to sensuality so asto indulge in every kind of impurity, with a continual lust for more.

Hebrews 13:4 - Marriage should be honored by all, and the marriage bed kept pure, for God will judge
the adulterer and all the sexually immoral.

Genesis 39:9 - "How then could | do such awicked thing and sin against God?' And though she spoke to
Joseph day after day, he refused to go to bed with her or even be with her.
