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The direction of this sermon isto bring people face to face with the sins that lead to the attack on life
issues. The preacher will want to avoid characterizing and condemning the wicked world at the neglect
of the sinsin hisown members’ lives. Once our members are touched by their own sinsin life issues, be
they sins of commission or omission, the great healing brought by Christ can be received by hearts
thirsting for the gospel.
